ASSOCTATION REPORT...... OCTOBER, 1980.

Well, I suppose the big news 1is that there may be moves
underfoot to ban Bullbars. The following is a draft regulation,
1204 Titled - DANGEROUS FITTINGS.

No Motor Vehicle shall be equipped with :-

= Any object of fitting, not technically essential to such
vehicle, which protrudes from any part of the vehicle so that
it is likely to increase the risk of bodily injury to any person.

b. ‘Any object of fitting technically essential to such vehicle
unless its design, construction and conditions and the manner in
which it's affixed to the vehicle are such as to reduce to a
minimum the risk of bodily injury to any person.

G Any cbject or fitting which, because it is pointed or has a
sharp edge, is likely to increase the risk of bodily injury to
any. person.

d. Any Bumper Bar the end of which is not turned towards the body
of the vehicleto a sufficient extent to avoid any riskof hooking
or grazing.

At this point in time it is not very clear what sort of vehieles
these proposed regulaticons will apply too.

At the last Association meeting it was suggested that the
Agsociation enter Moomba next year. This was put to the vote and '
passed by the majority, your delegate voted against this for reasons
which will be explained later.

The C. C. V. has passed the Association's policy on Four
Wheel Touring, and it appears below, this means the C. C. V. has to
represent us whin it speaks to the N.P.S5. and Soil Conservation

Authority, therefore our voice will be heard in these hallowed
Institutions.

C.C.V. POLICY ON FOUR-WHEEL DKIVE TOURING

. The C.C.V. fully endorse@:the '"Code of Ethics' prepared by the Cormonwealth
Department of Science and Environment (listed in full in Appendix /) and
incorporates the code of ethics into this Council policy.

2. Four-wheel drive touring in Victoria should take place only on public roads
or "Four Wheel Drive Reads” (i.e. tracks) as defined by the Land Conservation
(Vehicle Control) Act of 1972, when no lasting damapé will be dome to those

roads.

. Land Management Authorities should continue to close any road at any time
of the year for protection of that road or to restrict access to environmentally
sensitive areas (Forests Act of 1953), This could include permanent closure

and revegetation of some roads 1f deemed necessary by management authority.



4. Where consistent with land use management objectives the existing formed track

network should be gvailable for recreation vehicles.

5. To help relieve pressures.on environmentally sensitive areas the covernment
should set aside appropriate areas for off-road usape by vehicle oriented
recreationists using such vehiclea as trail bikes, buggies and similar vehicles.
{as under the Recreation Vehicles Act of 1973). These areas would be
established and monitored with the understanding that if the areas deteriorate
due to over-use or abuse by the said recreationists that further areas will not
be ma&e available, Restoration work, if necessary, would be the,resgonsibility
of the users.

6. All recreation vehicles .. -/ conform with E.P.A. noise emission standards.

As a final note the Dandenong Rangers 4W.D.C. will be
conducting a survey in the Alps in the near future to determine the
amount of 4w.d. using the area.
