EASTER TRIP TO CASSILUS MINE.

Andy and I arrived at Bindaree Hut by 9.00p.m. Thursday
night and 1it a fire, Paul arrived socon after.

Around 9.00a.m. Friday morning the rest of the party
arrived. We went passed Pikes Flat onto 16mile track, then turned
up the steep track to the Bluff Hut. We lunched at Lovicks,
then down King Billy onto the Snowy Range Road.

Past the Howitt Hut (bush walkers cars parked everywhere)
then onto the Pinnacles Road, from here we went down Billy Goats
Bluff which is a great drive, arriving in Dargo just before dark.
We all made camp with friends of ours a few Kms. North of town on
the DargoRiver.

Saturday we stopped at Seldom Seen then onto Mt.Baldhead.
Down to Brookville where there used to be a town, and looked for
old bottles on the site of the hotel which Andy Merlo's grand-
mother once held the licence.

After another failure we decided to visit another
tunnel and shaft belong to a mining company called "Cassilus"
going via Powers Gully and doing 8 fence crossing (this fence
follows the ridge and the road cuts across it at least 8 times).
The mine is down a track called "Springs'" and after a short walk
down a steep hill the mine and old workings are visible. Everyone
ventured inside the shaft and agreed it was well worth the visit.

We returned to the wvehicles for lunch then to the grave-
yard at Tongio West which contained a lot of graves of men
killed in the local mines. At lunchtime we met friends who were
able to give us an exact location of the "King Cassilus", so off
again and had success this time.

We were told that a private enterprise owns the mine and as
they will be opening it up again they don't like people coming
onto the property but the caretake gave the nod. There were. some
very old vehicles still around having their engines removed to
drive various machinery, the crushed is operational (converted
to electric)and the acid baths have been recently used. From
the bottom the mine opening could not be seen so Andy Merlo
climbed up the mullock heap and at the top there was more
machinery and pumps. the door to the mine was heavily chained.

Back to camp for a late tea and supper (this time my
Johnny cakes cooked in the camp oven) and a few drinks to wash it
down. Monday was another perfect Autumn day. packed up and headed
home via Bald Head Road and Bullumwal where we parted from the
rest to visit relations and the others to have lunch at Wy-Yung

Hotel.

A terrific weekend weather wise and company wise,
we travelled 1 100Km.

TRIP CLASSIFICATIONS:

'A' Grade: Extensive use of LWD: Tracks maybe difficult to negotiate -
chains should be carried along with towing slings and anchor poeints: godd
winter tread pattern tyres are a must. Trip leader has the right to refuse
a vehicle if above points are not met. Types of conditions likely to be met
include: steep climbs and descents on all surfaces - rocky, muddy etc. mud &

snow, deep river crossings and overgrown tracks. Max, six vehicles.

'B' Grade: Virtually same conditions as 'A" Grade but track condition is
more favourable. Cood tyres are a must as well as necessary recovery gear.

Max 10 vehicles.

'C' Grade: Very limited use of LWD. These trips include car rallys etec.
Type of tyres doesnot matter and recovery gear not essential.

No maximum number of vehicles.

In 211 above cases vehicles should be in sound mechanical condition and carry

the basic spare part requirements as listed in previous Newsletters.

ACCESS TO CLOSED TRACKS?

in keeping with one of the Associations aims of pursuing access to the
public land road and track network, we are currently looking at a
possible propram, and approach to having some tracks re-opened.

This problem and its possible repercussions was discussed at length at a
well attended March General Meeting. It is important that clubs consider
the proposition of pursuing the re-opening of some tracks and the likely
assistance that the clubs will have to provide to the Association if this
concept is pursued on a wide-based front.

We want clubs to discuss this problem and to provide a viewpoint/feedback
to the Association on whether we pursue this matter broadly, in a sample
area, not at all, or any other relevant comments that may arise from your
discussions.

As was pointed out in the March "Trackwatch'", clubs will have tp supply
information on their area, and possibly provide photographic evidence of
some tracks. The Association will provide the expertise to collate the
information and present it to the relevent officials, and act in an
overseering role over the project.

However, much of the field work will be delegated to the clubs, similar
to the method employed in the very successful Alpine survey done by the
clubs. As a program of direction is formulated, the Association will
supply clubs with a list of information/tasks that is required.

Certain approaches have been suggested and are likely to be incorporated
into an overall plan. From the outset, we must aim for accuracy and
gather facts to support our case. There are several areas where
information will be required, and clubs must be aware of the input that
they will be expected to make to ensure the success of this project.

We look forward to your clubs views on this matter.
