Hello everyonel
Swish to introduce myself to every member of the V,FF,.W.D.C.

My name is SPIRO (yes I know, but no to that one, I am not a
Greek. I'1l tell you more about it, later.) Surname ABELA., I

do not wish to confuse vou but instead of telling you which street
I was from, school I went to or what type of work I did and am
doing now I rather raccont about the time I left my birthplace

and how I got here (in Australia). This I think you'll find it
rather more interesting., And I have the pleasure to be the first
er-member to jot down one's profile. A little warning, do excuse
my English, for those with a keen interest may notice a bit of
olde English there, with perhaps a tint of ocker,

It was a day in September 1955, not at the M,C.G., though, watching
a final series football game or the 'BIG ONE', but no, it was on
the shores of the Grand Harbour Valetta, the Capital of MALTA,

As it was Spring there that time of year, it was a glorious day.

T was awaiting to embark the 'Castel Felice! (bound for Australia),
which used to be one of ITtaly's luxurious passenger liners,

And boy, was she luxuric . IFeaturing a fashionable 'Verandah Bar!
large enough to accommodate a few hundred people, comfortable
seated, Beautifully furnished depicting italianite furniture and
appointments, certainly the night atmosphere where one could

dance the night away to the tune of a fabulous Italian Style
(ROMANTIC) band, or where one could quench one's thirst into
oblivious. Further down towards the stern (where one could relax
and enjoy a drink in those lazy, warm aftermoons, or a game of
cards) was the 'Lido Bar!, situated a few steps away from the
Swimming Pool.

Outcrops of the oldest rocks in the Alpine area can be seen
along the river. The aboriginies prized it for its hardness
and used it for axes, spearheads and cutting tools,

Sheepyard Flat.
Locals say that after the vallecy was settled, shepheards

yvarded sheep on the flat at night so that dingos could be
kept at bay.

Drick Chimnevy,

Completed in 1884 and used as a smelting furnace. The water
wheel "Hanney" was erected nearby and powered by the water
from the race. "lHanney" was 18 metres in diameter and

drove the crushers which break the ore into a size suitable
for gold extraction.

Fry's Hut.

Fred Fry built his home in the late 1930s. The flying fox
he used to cross the river during floods is in the front of
the house, TIowqua Hills township was on t he opposite bank.

Yabby Fishing

It is surprising how many big trout you can miss if you use
an oversized yabby.

If you are fishing any of the big reservoirs where large trout
are numerous you can afford to use a big yabby, but for most
areas, a bait no larger than the top joint of your thumb will
produce the most trout,

Threadline taclkle maltes yvabby fishing easy and enables you to
fish the two main methods.

You can fish the vabby in a state of rigor mortis (dead) on the
bottom of the pool in the same manner you fish worms or mussels.
Otherwise you can worlk vour yabby along the bottom of the stream,
making it look like a l1live one,

On days wvhen the trout are all in the fast runs, cast your
yabby in at the top end of the run and let it trundle along the
bottom as vou walk (F.¥W.D.) slowly along the bank, This is an
excellent method in the Woori Yallock Creek. Yabbies quite
often tempt more trout of a night than during the day possibly
because these creatures move about more at night.

Whether the water is clear or slightly discoloured does not
seem to be important as the trout take them just as freely in
all but badly discoloured water conditions.

When baiting the yabby for bottom fishing, pass the hook point
through the head and out under the tail,

For casting the yabby in still or fast waters, the hook point
is passed through the part of the tail where it joins the body
and both the point and barb are exposed beyond the hard shell
beneath the vabby's head,

Hooks for yabby fishing should be honed to a very sharp point
and should range from a No. 4 up to 1/0.
